'T'he independent, vigorous, cultured, democratic Greeks would
have fallen under the heel of oriental despotism; youthful Europe would
have lapsed into barbarism. This has been the traditional version of the
story in the west since the fifth century B.C.

Yet from an Iranian viewpoint these celebrated conflicts were
probably little more than border incidents, scarcely affecting the onward
march of mighty imperial affairs. And as for civilization versus barbarism,
an Iranian would have had rather different opinions on that!
